Reach 360 Recap

“... for I was hungry and you gave me food,

[ was thirsty and you gave me drink, I was

a stranger and you visited Me.”

Matthew 25:34

On Saturday, November 15th, our FBD family took
the love of Jesus to difficult neighborhoods in east
and west Dallas, working with three of our mission
church partners.

Over 385 volunteers from First Baptist Dallas, EI Buen Pastor, EI Calvario,
and Lake June Baptist Church worked together to touch 1,058 homes with
warm smiles, hugs, blankets, Bibles, and food. The bags contained the

basics for a Thanksgiving meal as well as a turkey voucher redeemable at
any supermarket.

There were a total of 110 teams that divided up and visited homes on
over 50 streets, and two apartment complexes. Teams encountered many
individuals and families who were hurting and facing impossible situations.
One lady who was already a Christian had been wondering how she would
provide anything for her family this Thanksgiving. Another gentleman who
had been struggling to keep warm in his house was thrilled to receive a
warm blanket with the meal.

One team member shared the following testimony, “The Holy Spirit had
Mary ready when we asked her if she would like to know how to be sure of
heaven after she died.” She immediately started crying, and said, “Yes! |
do want to know!” In that moment, Mary received God’s most precious gift
of eternal life.

As the Lord would have it, there were four “Mary’s” who trusted Christ as
Savior that day.

We praise God for what He is doing in our church through Mission 1:8,
beautifully expressed through the hands and feet of the congregation of
First Baptist Dallas and its mission partners.
